Gospel Reflection: John 4:5-15

In this Gospel, Jesus meets the Samaritan woman at the well.
He begins with a simple request: “Give me a drink.” But very
quickly, the conversation moves deeper. Jesus speaks about
“living water.”

The woman comes with a physical thirst. Jesus reveals a deeper
thirst — the thirst of the human heart. Every person longs for
meaning, love, forgiveness, and communion with God. We try
to fill that thirst with many things, but nothing truly satisfies.
The “living water” Jesus offers is His own divine life — grace
poured into our hearts. It is a gift, not something we earn.
Christ comes to meet us where we are and offers us something
eternal.

This week, we might ask ourselves: What am | really thirsting
for? And am | allowing Christ to satisfy that thirst? Only He is
the living water that gives life without end.

Riflessione sul Vangelo: Giovanni 4:5-15

Questa settimana chiediamoci: di che cosa ho veramente sete?
E lascio che Cristo riempia il mio cuore?
